	BSGE ASM 2018, Edinburgh update

	
	ES and AK visited Our Dynamic Earth with JC on 3rd November. Lecture halls are excellent. Exhibition and catering area is small. Staggered lunch breaks are planned to reduce numbers of delegates queuing for lunch. Main conference room will be divided into two after the first session and four parallel sessions will be held in other rooms. RIGS session will held in prime slot on Friday morning. Professor Benoit Rabischong is speaking at the RIGS dinner. ES has emailed him to see if he can speak in the main programme. ESHRE speakers are also contributing to the ASM programme. National Museum of Scotland will host reception and BSGE Gala dinner on Thursday evening.
Pre-congress masterclasses will be held on Wednesday, 9th May. Richard Keedwell and Tom Aust will run hands on masterclass on how to make a surgical video on PC and MAC. Registration fee will be £75 and the course will be open to both consultant and trainees. 
AK has been asked to organise coach transport to and from Dundee for the hands-on laparoscopic surgery training masterclass, but this needs to be done by SOC as they are organising the course. DB has offered Council members help as faculty to the course. ES will clarify with Kevin Cooper the running of the ‘Hands-on laparoscopic surgery training’ course in Dundee. 
ES reported that there is potential to have live surgery for half day if only 20 delegates are registered for the GESEA exams. This can only be confirmed after the training session in February 2018. 

ES has contacted AKIKO for development of ASM app. AKIKO has quoted £6000 for provision of the app with £600 + VAT every year for annual updates. AK spoke to Jessica Letters of RCOG Conference department about e-posters. RCOG uses a company based in USA to provide software for e-posters once a year and it is costly. ES is also liaising with the developers of the ESGE app. There is no two-way communication with the ESGE app but ES is investigating if the BSGE can use it. ES suggested buying a smart phone to relay messages from the audience to the speaker and create interaction.
JM suggested having ASM website smart phone friendly so delegates can view the programme without the app.
ACTION: ES will research app provider for simpler and low budget app for the BSGE.

ES reported that there was no room for poster boards at the ASM venue, so BSGE will now move to e-posters.  Five PC’s will be set up in a room for video posters and e-posters viewing. 
SV questioned if AV package included video recording of presentations from the main meeting. This is to be arranged separately.  

ACTION: DB to review AV package with Our Dynamic Earth.
ACTION: ES, AV and SK to organise e-poster submission for the ASM.
ACTION: AK to ensure the charity bike ride is adequately advertised on the BSGE website.
Registration fee for the ASM was discussed at the meeting. The following fees were agreed by Council.
Senior members £300, Trainee members £225, Nurse members £175 and Medical students £100 before 9th April. From 10th April, it will be £350 for Senior members, £275 for Trainee members, £200 for Nurses members and £120 for Medical Students. Delegates will pay supplement of £35 if they wish to attend BSGE Gala dinner with their registration fee. Pre Congress Courses are not included in the registration fee and must be booked separately. Maximum of 200 gala dinner tickets will be sold to delegates. 75 tickets will be reserved for faculty, SOC, Honorary members, platinum and gold exhibitors etc. No dinner tickets will be sold to Medical students. Day delegate rate will be 70% of full delegate rate. Dinner ticket will only be sold to delegates who register for the ASM in full. Day delegate (Thursday) are not eligible to purchase dinner ticket. Extra company representative will be charged £100 per person per day with limitation on how many representatives a company can bring at the ASM.

	
	BSGE ASM 2019 and 2020

	
	DB reported that the BSGE received one expression of interest for ASM 2019 before the deadline. It is joint application between Bristol and Cardiff with the venue being Celtic Manor in Newport. It has been discussed and agreed at the BSGE Officers teleconference. Another application received after the deadline was from Oxford and it was decided to consider their application for 2020 along with other expressions of interest for 2020. It was suggested to call the 2019 meeting ‘BrisCard’ or ‘Celtic Manor Meeting’.

	
	Recent BSGE meetings and future meetings

	
	ES reported the benign abdominal surgery meeting generated a profit of around £7k for the BSGE. Profit from the summer hysteroscopy meeting is about £1.9k.  KA reported that the cadaveric meeting will be held in either first or second week of September in 2018. DB suggested the society run a second cadaveric course in spring 2018 in Newcastle. 
ACTION: meeting convenor (ES/AS) to develop a Newcastle cadaveric course in March/April 2018.
ES reported BSGI/BSGE Meeting on Endometriosis attracted 93 paid delegates. 24 delegates registered for the ultrasound workshop and 6 for the laparoscopy course. The society is expecting around £4.5k in profit.
Single topic meeting title for 2018 were discussed. It was agreed to run a meeting on Heavy Menstrual Bleeding which will link well with forthcoming updated NICE guidance. RCOG is likely venue.

	ASHK reported that summary of bank account and membership has not changed since last meeting.

	
	BSGE Council member details to open bank account

	
	ASHK reported that opening new bank account has been an issue as they require details from the Trustees to run basic credit check. It was agreed to open two more bank account and the Trustee were asked to complete a proforma for return to AK. 
ACTION: AK to create and send proforma to Trustees to enable new bank account opening.

	
	BSGE documents for annual review: Job description for BSGE Council members and BSGE Council meeting SOP.

	
	DB reported that these two documents were chosen for the annual review at this meeting. Changes to be discussed were hi-lighted in red in the job description for BSGE Council member’s document. Discussion took place around attendance and report for the Council meeting. It was agreed to change the sentence to: ‘Non-attendance at 2 consecutive Council meeting will lead to an alert that your place in the Council is at risk’ and ‘To step down from Council if there is failure to attend 3 consecutive council meetings.
BSGE Council meetings.  Council meeting SOP document required no changes.

	
	Proposal for overseas membership

	
	SV reported overseas membership has been discussed between Council members for the past 18 months. 
Advantages and disadvantages of overseas membership have been discussed. Membership fee will be set according to World Bank banding as the RCOG. It was agreed to propose new category of overseas membership at the AGM in May. Benefits will include access to BSGE SICS, ASM lectures, video library, discounted registration fees and dedicated awards. 
ACTION: SV to provide letter for membership by February 2018 regarding proposed ‘Overseas membership’ so it may be put to a vote at the BSGE AGM in May.

	
	Overseas meeting

	
	SV reported that AK and the RCOG receive requests for joint overseas meetings with the BSGE. This was recently discussed with RCOG Conference department. An agreement has been made with the RCOG for a bespoke partnership to be developed for UK plus overseas meetings including a local partner/organiser. 

ACTION: DB to update BSGE Joint meeting document for presentation to council in May 2018. 

	
	Honorary fellowship

	
	SV requested DB and ES to step out of the room whilst Honorary fellowship was discussed.
SV reported that the BSGE constitution allows two honorary fellowships in a year. Only one honorary fellowship was awarded in 2017. Past honorary members are listed on the website. SV proposed DB and ES to be awarded honorary fellowship of the society. This was supported by the Council.

	Industry relations Subcommittee report
AV report was accepted. AV confirmed that the sponsorship opportunities letter has been circulated. AK informed the meeting pledges have been made for two platinum, three gold and two silver packages. AV reported that Olympus would like to run more meeting with the BSGE at no costs to delegates such as consultant interview type courses. AV will request more details from Olympus.

FS report was accepted. BSGE awaits outcome of ‘patient Information leaflet’ from the RCOG. Work is being completed on ‘Pregnancy and laparoscopy guideline’ by Liza Ball so the final version can be reviewed.

	Endometriosis Centre Subcommittee report
CG report was accepted. At May 2018 Council elections, a new chair for this subcommittee will be appointed and only named gynaecologists in an accredited BSGE endocentre will be shortlisted.

	Research & Audit Subcommittee report
JC report was accepted. JC reported that the BMJ Open has accepted the BSGE Endometriosis Centre paper ‘Laparoscopic excision of deep rectovaginal endometriosis in BSGE Endometriosis Centres: A multicentre prospective cohort study of over 5,000 women’. BSGE SICS has now recorded around 1350 procedures. 980 are diagnostic hysteroscopy procedures. More push is needed for trainees to enter laparoscopy procedures. JC will soon disseminate a survey around forthcoming HMB guideline and Council members were requested to complete it.

SU report was accepted. Benign ATSM meeting held in September went well and verbal feedback was good.
